In the course of the doctoral research, Ozerke Amangeldi demonstrated a
high level of academic maturity, independence, and consistency n conducting
scientific inquiry. The doctoral candidate showed a strong ability to analyze and
synthesize a wide range of national and international scientific literature, critically
evaluate existing pedagogical approaches, and integrate theoretical concepts with
practical implementation in geography education.

The dissertation is devoted to a highly relevant and timely issue in modern
pedagogy — the formation of geographical culture among students in general
education schools within the process of teaching geography. The relevance of the
research is determined by current educational reforms, the requirements of national
educational standards, and the global agenda for sustainable development,
particularly Goal 4 of the United Nations Sustainable Development Goals —
Quality Education.

During the research process, the doctoral candidate conducted a
comprehensive review of domestic and foreign studies in the fields of geography
education, pedagogical methodology, and educational culture. The author
successfully systematized theoretical approaches to the concept of geographical
culture and substantiated it as an important pedagogical category, clarifying its
content. structure, and role in the system of school geographical education in
accordance with the educational policy and regulatory framework of the Republic
of Kazakhstan.

A significant strength of the dissertation is its methodological foundation.
The author developed a system of pedagogical methods aimed at forming students’
geographical culture, supported by a scientifically grounded methodological
framework. The research employs a complex of theoretical and empirical methods,
including pedagogical modeling, diagnostic tools, experimental teaching, and
statistical analysis of the results obtained.

The scientific novelty of the study lies in the theoretical substantiation of the
concept of “students’ geographical culture” from the perspective of modern
nedagogical approaches, the development of improved pedagogical models and
methods for its formation, and the alignment of these methods with contemporary
cducational prioritics. Based on the research findings, an author’s clective course
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was designed, officially registered, and successfully implemented in the

ducational practice of general education schools during the 2024-2025 academic
