At present, the study of the traditional cultures of various
peoples stands as one of the key areas of visual and social
anthropology. This is due to the fact that the investigation of the
traditional cultures of ethnic communities contributes significantly
to addressing numerous scientific issues related to the origins of
peoples and their ethnic histories within the framework of
contemporary  ethnology. In this regard, one important
consideration must be taken into account: over time, many elements
of traditional Kazakh culture have been disappearing. Therefore, the
study of these elements remains an urgent issue in modern science.
In this context, A. Yermekbayeva's assertion regarding the need for
the "restoration and transmission to future generations of the culture
and customs of our people that are being forgotten" clearly
highlights the social significance of this topic.

The main part of the dissertation consists of four chapters.
The first chapter discusses the level of research on the topic, the
documentary base, and the history of the museum sector in
Kazakhstan. A historiographical analysis of the literature on the
topic is provided, using unpublished data, ethnographic and
museum collections. The subsequent chapters analyze the main
traditional ethnic components directly related to the life of the
Kazakh people. Throughout the study, the author systematically and
thoroughly analyzes the most significant elements of traditional
Kazakh culture, such as the clothing complex, dishes and food,
horse equipment, handicraft products, etc. In our opinion, this
approach is both correct and justified.

A. Yermekbayeva’s research incorporates a variety of
empirical (ethnographic and museum) data. This allowed for the
determination of the geography of the collection and the history of



the formation of ethnographic collections, the components of
tradltlona.] Kazakh life, their condition, and typological
chara.cte.rlstics. Overall, the materials presented in the dissertation
convincingly support the conclusions of A. Yermekbayeva. For
mstz‘n}ce, in our view, the author clearly demonstrates that
traditional Kazakh culture is multi-component and closely
conpected with the cultures of the peoples who have inhabited the
territory of Kazakhstan for centuries. In this context, the researcher,
A. Yermekbayeva, has fulfilled all the requirements with great
responsibility and has prepared a comprehensive dissertation. It is
quh noting that she has fully achieved the set goals and
objectives. Additionally, A.Yermekbayeva's scientific articles
confirm our views.
