1. Relevance of the research topic

The doctoral dissertation by Sayagul Kabylbekovna Alimbekova, titled "Media
Dependency: Causes and Consequences," addresses a highly pertinent issue by
examining the psychological, social, and technological drivers behind media
dependence in Kazakhstan. In light of the country’s evolving media landscape and
the expanding role of social media, the topic is highly relevant. Her mixed methods
study examines how media consumption shapes cognitive behavior, emotional
health, and interpersonal connections, as well as how dependency varies by age,
cultural context, and type of media. Notably, the dissertation pays particular
consideration to the influence of citizen journalism, global media trends, and the rise
of virtual culture among youth in Kazakhstan.

The dissertation evaluates media dependency through the theoretical frameworks of
Uses and Gratifications Theory, Social Learning Theory, and the Cognitive-
Behavioral Model, exploring their applicability in the digital age marked by
participatory media. She categorizes different forms of media dependency and
comparatively analyzes its prevalence worldwide and in Kazakhstan, adding
originality and deeper perspective to the research.

Alimbekova takes an objective approach, extending her analysis to a global context.
[ncorporation of survey data from students in both Kazakhstan and the United States
strengthens the scientific reliability and relevance of the study and demonstrates her
methodological rigor and ability in conducting comparative research. In fact, this
dissertation is one of the first comparative studies of media consumption culture in

both countries.

A key strength of the dissertation is its breadth—it focuses not only on Kazakhstan
but also incorporates international efforts to address media dependence based on

examples from Russia, the U.S., and Europe. The research highlights current global
trends and makes projections for the future of media dependency. Importantly, it
also explores relatively understudied topics in academic scholarship, including the
economic implications of media dependency and the influence of commercial
interests in the industry. The in-depth analysis expands the relevance and

contemporary importance of the dissertation.

The findings have practical applications in journalism education and can inform
public policy initiatives aimed at addressing media dependency’s effects on
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individuals and society at large. The study presents a comprehensive and multi-
layered analysis, 1dentifying both the root causes and impacts of media dependency
and proposing strategies to prevent and mitigate those impacts. It highlights the
importance of promoting media literacy and critical or analytical thinking, while
suggesting methods to manage media dependency on a personal level. Additionally,

it evaluates the role of governmental and civil society organizations in the context
of relevant public policies and legal frameworks.

There has been little academic research in the discipline of Journalism and
Information that specifically tackles challenges posed by growing media
dependency. This makes Alimbekova’s research especially timely and useful.
Through content analysis and comparative research, the dissertation assesses the

extent of public reliance on both formal and informal media sources and explores
the concepts of informational diet and immunity.

2. Scientific results within the framework of the thesis requirements

As part of her research, Alimbekova conducted a comprehensive and multifaceted
analysis of the causes and consequences of media dependency, offering valuable
scientific insights. Her conclusions are based on her examination of the

psychological, social, and technological factors that contribute to individuals
reliance on media.

The scientific findings present an original approach to studying the interaction

among the causes and consequences of media dependency, emphasizing the
importance of professional ethics and objectivity.

Her research hypothesis examines factors contributing to media dependence, most
notably social isolation, the need for self-expression, and the degree of media
literacy in the two countries. Her research questions seek to identify the
sociopsychological reasons for the formation of media dependence; 1ts main causes;
how U.S. youth deal with media dependence; differences in the degree and
ramifications in both countries; and what strategies and information literacy steps
might effectively prevent media dependence.

The main achievements of the research include:
e Development of a framework for studying media dependency in the digital
age. It highlights the importance of considering psychological, social, and
technological factors specific to the Kazakhstani context.
e Analysis of the role of citizen journalism, the impact of global media trends,
and the emergence of virtual culture among Kazakhstani youth.
e In-depth examination of the psychological, social, and technological drivers
behind media reliance, including analysis of social media content as a primary
channel contributing to media dependency.
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e Inclusion of a practical component, involving surveys of approximately 390
students in the United States and Kazakhstan to assess levels of media
dependency. These surveys provide an applied dimension to the study,

helping to identify actual challenges faced by the younger generation and
suggesting potential solutions.

3. Degree of validity and reliability of each scientific result (position),
findings, and conclusions formulated by the applicant in the dissertation

There is sufficient empirical data to support the dissertation’s conclusions and
scientific results. The dissertation effectively employs multiple research methods

(such as surveys, content analysis, and in-depth interviews), which ensures the

reliability of the findings with specific ¢ examples. The theoretical foundations and
empirical evidence validate the reliability of each scientific finding.

This research can be used in the development of government programs that address

the consequences of media dependency. This enhances its applicability in both

national and international contexts, contributing to the modernization of journalism
theory and practice.

4. The degree of novelty of each scientific result (position), findings and
conclusion of the applicant formulated in the thesis

The originality of the dissertation lies in its examination of the distinctive ways 1n
which state and private media influence society and individuals, as well as
identifying the impact of official and unofficial information sources.

Alimbekova analyzes the role of traditional mass media alongside social platforms
such as Telegram, Instagram, and Facebook in shaping media dependency and their

ramifications for individuals and society. That significantly contributes to
development of media dependency theory in Kazakhstan.

5. Assessing the internal consistency of the results obtained

The sources of information used by traditional mass media and social platforms such
as Telegram, Instagram, and Facebook were analyzed to evaluate their reliability,
completeness, and influence on shaping public opinion. Particular attention was paid
to the role of official commentary, expert opinions, and other sources. The 1ssues are

logically interconnected, and empirical evidence substantiates the claims, advancing
the comprehensive development of the hypotheses.

6. Focus of the results on the solution of the relevant problem of theoretical
or practical nature




The findings contribute to both a theoretical understanding of processes within the
media landscape and the practical application to the profession of journalism.
Alimbekova’s valuable insights into how Kazakhstani journalism can respond to the
challenges associated with of media dependency offer practical recommendations
for navigating the realities of the digital age. This research is valuable for both
journalism scholars and practitioners. It also can benefit universities, media
organizations, digital platforms, and public institutions interested in journalism
ethics and media dependency studies.

7. Confirmation of the completeness of the publication of the main
provisions, results, findings and conclusion of the thesis

The key findings have been presented in scientific journal publications and
conference presentations. Alimbekova’s article titled "Ecological Problems in Mass
Media in Kazakhstan" was published in the Journal of Pharmaceutical Sciences and
Research in 2018; the journal is indexed in the Scopus database.

8. Limitations in the content and design of the thesis

Future research should more deeply explore international examples concerning the
causes and consequences of media dependency In individual countries and
transnationally. That would broaden the scope and impact of this study and enable a
more detailed comparative analysis.

9. Compliance of the thesis with the requirements

The dissertation by Alimbekova Sayagul Kabylbekovna, titled "Media Dependency:
Causes and Consequences," submitted for the degree of Doctor of Philosophy (PhD)
in the educational program 6D0050400 - Journalism, was researched at a
sufficiently high theoretical and analytical level.
