PhD dissertation by Shaken Aiman Shakenkyzy entitled "Determinants of
Agritourism Development in the Almaty Region", submitted for the
competition for the degree of Doctor of Philosophy in the specialization
"6D090200 - Tourism".

After reviewing the doctoral dissertation of the doctoral candidate, I would
like to express my scientific opinion in this review. The relevance of the
study stems from the fact that diversifying the country's development through
the growth of individual entrepreneurship has become one of the main socio-
economic priorities. Central Asian countries are seeking ways to increase
population activity in various sectors of the economy, including agriculture
and services, which are directly related to agritourism. From a scientific point
of view, I can observe that these studies are highly needed for Central Asian
countries.

During our joint research activities, we had the opportunity to collaborate
with the doctoral candidate as part of my research internship in Almaty city
and the Almaty region. Together, we visited farms in the research area,
conducted surveys and interviews with stakeholders, resulting in the
publication of a scientific article titled " Exploring the social interest in
agritourism among the urban population of Kazakhstan" in the Scopus-
indexed journal Miscellanea Geographica (2020, 24(1), pp. 16-23).

The aim of Aiman Shaken Shakenkyzy's doctoral dissertation was to
examine the determinants that stimulate and inhibit the development of
agritourism in order to understand its role, organisation, and significance for
regional development using the example of the Almaty region. The research
objective set out the research tasks that the doctoral candidate excellently
executed and developed.

The research topic of the doctoral dissertation "Determinants of Agritourism
Development in the Almaty Region" fully corresponds to the scientific
significance of the problem.

The structure of the dissertation content includes the definition of
agritourism, clarification of this concept, a comprehensive retrospective
analysis of the historical development trends of agritourism in Kazakhstan, a
detailed analysis of the Almaty region in Kazakhstan regarding the
development of agritourism, and discussion of international practices
supporting agritourism. Based on the data obtained, a up-to-date approach
has been developed to the agritourism development plan in the Republic of
Kazakhstan. '
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Research results are of both theoretical and practical significance. From a
theoretical perspective, the dissertation has expanded knowledge about the
level of scientific knowledge and directions of agritourism development,
systematized the terminological apparatus, and supplemented methodological
tools for solving specific problems in practice.

During the research process, the doctoral candidate has also conducted an
assessment of the overall development potential for agritourism of the
Almaty region, which serves as the basis for the development of agritourism
social activities. The dissertation identified determinants that stimulate and
inhibit the development of agritourism, based on which a territorially
diversified set of measures for its resolution was developed.

From a practical point of view, the research included survey studies that aim
to understand the demand and preferences of consumers for agritourism
services. Additionally, cartographic materials were developed to illustrate the
perception of the potential for agritourism and the possibilities for territorial
organisation of the types (forms) of agritourism in the administrative
territorial units of the Almaty region.

In conclusion, the doctoral dissertation by Aiman Shaken Shakenkyzy is a
comprehensive research work executed at a high scientific, methodological
and editorial level.

Aiman Shaken Shakenkyzy's doctoral thesis on "Determinants of
Agritourism Development in the Almaty Region" is a completed scientific
work that meets the requirements of the "Principles of Awarding Academic
Degrees" of the Ministry of Science and Higher Education of the Republic of
Kazakhstan for doctoral dissertations.
