The dissertation by Bauyrzhan Pazylkhaiyr entitled 'scientific foundations of tourism
environmental management in the Republic of Kazakhstan on the example of new
destinations' is a well-structured and analytically rigorous research work devoted to the
study of environmental management mechanisms in the tourism sector. The dissertation
addresses contemporary environmental challenges associated with the dynamic growth
of tourism and the increasing anthropogenic load on natural systems. In this regard, the
chosen research topic responds to current academic discourse and pressing pof icy needs.
Bauyrzhan Pazylkhaiyr examines the interaction between tourism development and
ecosystem stability, demonstrating this relationship through the analysis of emerging
tourist destinations within Kazakhstan. The research is consistent with national
development priorities and internationally recognized sustainable development
approaches. The internal logic of the dissertation is coherent, and its structure
corresponds fully to the formulated goals and research tasks. The theoretical positions
and empirical results are closely interconnected, ensuring the conceptual unity of the
study.
The dissertation offers an expanded interpretation of tourism environmental
management, presenting it as an integrated system that combines environmental
protection measures, regulation of recreational load, institutional interaction, and the
involvement of local communities. Bauyrzhan Pazylkhaiyr conducts a detailed analysis of
the evolution and current state of tourism environmental management in the Republic of
Kazakhstan, revealing key institutional, infrastructural, and organizational conditions that
influence its implementation. On this basis, a set of scientifically grounded criteria for the
identification of new tourist destinations is formulated, together with a structured
methodological approach to their assessment. Particular attention is given to the
development of a multi-level management model designed for application at local,
national, and transboundary scales, which facilitates coordinated decision-making and
efficient resource use within the tourism sector.
The conceptual contribution of the dissertation is expressed through a systematic
examination of tourism environmental management within the broader context of
sustainable development theory. Bauyrzhan Pazylkhaiyr demonstrates a high level of
scholarly competence by critically reviewing international and domestic research and by
refining the conceptual framework of the field. The interdependence of environmental,
social, and economic dimensions of tourism is substantiated and represented through an



integrative analytical model. The theoretical conclusions drawn in the study enhance the
understanding of environmental responsibility, destination governance, and spatial
planning in tourism and may serve as a basis for subsequent academic research in tourism
geography, regional development, and environmental management.
The research methodology employed in the dissertation is balanced and methodologically
justified. Bauyrzhan Pazylkhaiyr combines comparative, institutional, and regional
analytical approaches with empirical research methods, including surveys and semi-
structured interviews. The evaluation of recreational resources, anthropogenic impacts,
and destination selection parameters is based on quantifiable indicators and systematic
analytical procedures. The incorporation of international experience, adapted to the
national context of Kazakhstan, contributes to the reliability of the findings and supports
the validity of the conclusions.
The outcomes of the dissertation may be applied in the activities of public authorities and
organizations involved in tourism planning and environmental regulation. The proposed
models and methodological approaches can support decision-making processes in
national park administrations, tourism management bodies, and local executive
institutions. The research also provides a scientific basis for the environmentally
responsible development of new tourist destinations and may be used in the preparation
of strategic documents and sectoral programs. Bauyrzhan Pazylkhaiy/s
recommendations are directed toward improving coordination among stakeholders and
strengthening governance mechanisms within the tourism sector.
In summary, the dissertation submitted by Bauyrzhan Pazylkhaiyr for the degree of
Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) under the educational program '8D11101 - Tourism' complies
with the established academic requirements for doctoral research. The level of
theoretical elaboration, methodological soundness, and coherence of the conclusions
allow for a positive evaluation of the work.
